WHEREAS, our country’s economic collapse has exhausted the financial resources at the local, county state and federal levels of the United States; and

WHEREAS, the U. S. Government has spent more than 1 trillion dollars nationally on wars  in Iraq and Afghanistan since 2001  with North Carolina taxpayers’ share of that total at $30.9 billion; and 

WHEREAS, more than 6,200 US troops have been killed in Iraq and Afghanistan and more than 40,000 wounded, with thousands more succumbing to trauma or suicide; and 

WHEREAS, funding for a constructive economy that sustains high level educational services for K - college, job growth, equal access to medical care, low cost housing, infrastructure repair, environmental protections, and family financing throughout North Carolina, especially in cities such as Durham,  is urgently needed and the vast amounts of dollars spent on the war effort would help alleviate this problem; and 

WHEREAS, government leaders have responded to budget deficits by forcing reductions in funding for these essential public services.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that we the members of the Board of County Commissioners do hereby call upon the United States Government and President Barack Obama to  responsibly end the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan and bring our war dollars home.
